The
facts are: an increasing secularization and grow-
ing immigrant population make the United States
a needy mission field.” Roy stated
this over 25 years ago, but it is still
true today! Together, let’s create
Northwest “tremors” for the glory of
God; making an impact that will be
felt world-wide!
